4. Consideration of the Agenda & Minutes  

• Liaison McCrea made a motion to accept the minutes from the October Park Board Meeting, Member 
McKee seconded the motion.  The motion carried with a 5-0 voice vote.   

 
5. Sub-Committee Reports 

 
Special Events 

• Director Musteen informed the Board that he talked with Gary Mallory of the Peculiar Chamber of 
Commerce. The Chamber is interested in supporting the Park Board efforts of enhancing the Harvest 
Moon festival into a larger event. They would partner with the board and offer full support to the Park 
Board taking the lead. Liaison McCrea indicated that she contacted a couple of carnival companies. One 
company had available dates in the fall. Member Dunsworth confirmed that the fall was the agreed 
upon timeframe for the event and to move forward. Director Musteen will contact Mr. Mallory about 
attending the next board meeting in December or meeting individually prior to the meeting to work out 
some details. Discussion continued regarding dates and associated activities with the event. 

 
• Chairman Dunsworth made mention of the Tractor Pull and the efforts that former Park Board Member 

Doug Stark puts forth to host this event. Dunsworth contacted Mr. Stark to inquire of the future of the 
Tractor Pull and if Mr. Stark has intentions of doing the event again in 2015. Dunsworth informed Stark 
that if he was not going to be involved with the Tractor Pull, the city would not be doing it. Director 
Musteen made note that the City is in favor of the event, but would have a hard time making the event 
profitable for the city due to the large number of volunteers and help that the Stark family brings to the 
event. Liaison McCrea would be interested in the City keeping the event whether the Stark family is 
involved or not. Discussion ensued.  

 
6. Old Business  

A. Holiday Decorating Contest – Director Musteen relayed to the board that Member Margita has been 
soliciting sponsors and was able to secure two, $25 dollar gift certificates from Katie’s Café. Advertising 
for the contest has been posted on the city website, channel 7, the city’s Facebook page and the Ray-
Pec Community Page. There was one complaint on Facebook regarding the fee associated with the 
contest. Musteen explained that the fee was associated with the initial costs involved and hopes that in 
the future the fee could be eliminated. An explanation was posted on Facebook and the complaints 
were satisfied.

B. Raisbeck LWCF Trail Update – Director Musteen presented the board with progress pictures of the 
Nature Trail being built at Raisbeck Park. In March of 2014, the City was awarded a Land Water 
Conservation Fund Grant and the trail has to be completed by February 28, 2016. 

 
New Business 

 
A. Mayor’s Park Rehab – Director Musteen presented pictures of the refurbished play equipment relocated 

from Raisbeck Park to Mayor’s Park. Musteen updated the board with future improvements to Mayor’s 
Park including renaming the park to Sutter’s Creek Park and facelift of tree trimming and mulch around 
the current play equipment.  

 
B. South Metro Youth Basketball League – Director Musteen updated the board on the upcoming youth 

basketball league, highlighting the registration numbers, divisions and teams. We are still looking for a 
couple of coaches. The season will begin practicing the first week December. Former Park Board 
member Brian Boyd will be coaching a team and current Member Harlan will be coaching 2 teams this 
year.

BACKGOUND 
 
Land Water Conservation Fund (LWCF)  
DPAC – Downtown Peculiar Arts and Cultural District  

• Federally funded grants through the U.S. Department of the Interior, National Park Service 
• Administered by the State Inter-Agency Council for Outdoor Recreation (SIACOR) and the Department of Natural 

Resources 

 

Land and Water Conservation Fund grants are available to cities, counties and school districts to be used for outdoor 

recreation projects. Projects require a 55 percent match. All funded project sites are taken under perpetuity by the National 

Park Service and must only be used for outdoor recreational purposes. Development and renovation projects must be 

maintained for a period of 25 years or the life of the manufactured goods. Projects can be funded up to $75,000.  
 
 
In April of 2013, Staff applied for the Land Water Conservation Fund Grant to help offset costs of building a nature trail 
around the perimeter of Raisbeck Park. 
 
In September of 2013, we were notified that we passed the state requirements and that our application would be moving 
to Federal review board. 
 
In March of 2014, we were awarded $13,041.00 to supplement the costs of building a .75 mile natural path walking trail at 
Raisbeck Park. This is a 45% matching grant. Park Board and the Board of Alderman approved a total budget of $28,980 to 
construct the trail. Reimbursement monies will be paid upon completion and a State Parks Inspection for final approval. 
 
The trail will be a 5ft wide gravel path with wooden walking bridges and landscape/railroad tie boarders. Trail completion 
date is February 28, 2016. 
 
 
A map of the trail layout is attached and pictures are provided of the work already completed.

Subject:  Park Signage Project  
  

BACKGOUND 
 
Within the Fiscal Year 2015 budget, Park Board recommended $4000 towards the development of a Park Signage Program. 
This program will incorporate the design, production and installation of entry, rules and regulation signs in the park system. 
 
Staff has begun designing the signs for each park. Once the content of each sign, the design and location of signs have been 
determined, the project will go to bid for manufacturing. 
 
Park Staff with the assistance of Public Works staff (as needed) will install the signs later in the year. 
 
Staff has begun drafting the sign designs for 
 

• Sutter’s Creek Park (currently Mayor’s Park) 
• City Lake Park 
• McKernan Park 
• Rail-bed Trail System. 

 
 
KEY ITEMS 
 
The Rail-Bed Trail system incorporates the downtown Eagle Scout Trail and future additions to the trail system. The rail-bed 
trail will be under the maintenance and authorization of the parks department and be a great enhancement to the Peculiar 
Park System. 
 
On December 1, the McCord Family officially finished their portion of the trail development and the City will move forward 
with connecting the trail with C Highway and Broadway Street. A ribbon cutting ceremony for the trail will be held in the 
spring when weather is more suitable for the outdoor ceremony. At this time, we hope to have the trail signs completed 
and installed for the ribbon cutting. 
 
Staff and the City Clerk continue to research available abandoned rail-bed right-of-way and grant opportunities for trail 
development, land acquisition and enhancements to extend the trail system throughout the city limits along the original 
railroad. 
 
A design and name for the trail has been determined based on the history of the Peculiar railway. Staff and the City Clerk 
are researching any legal issues for use of the name for the trail. The trail sign designs are informational only and will be 
implemented based on legal approval for use of the name and insignia.

ADMINISTRATIVE PROJECTS 
 

• The Winter 2015 Youth Basketball Season has begun. Practices started the week of December 1st. Schedules are complete 
and teams have received their uniforms. First day of games are January 10th. A complete home game schedule is attached.

• Staff submitted the application for Tree City USA on November 18th. The deadline for application was December 31st.  
• Staff has been working on the Raisbeck Trail as time and weather allows.  
• On Thursday, December 4th – Staff organized the annual Mayor’s Christmas Tree Lighting at Brierly Hall. The event was well 

attended and a very festive evening. Thanks to those who helped and attended. 
• Staff 3-quoted new doors and a safety window at the Raisbeck barn. One quote was received and totaled over $4000. Staff 

will re-evaluate the need for new doors and possibly just repair the window. The window at the barn is currently covered 
with plywood. With the amount of equipment, tools and supplies stored at the barn, staff feels a more secure window has 
become a necessity. Security cameras have been installed and Fairpoint has installed a new cable line to the barn. The City 
IT department is working with the City’s contracted security company to get the cameras online. Thanks to the PD 
department for purchasing two new security cameras.  

• The Kubota tractor is has been serviced at Heartland Tractor in Harrisonville. 
• A draft version of the first Peculiar Parks and Recreation Program Guide will be handed out during the meeting for 

members to view. The guide is being quoted and upon approval of the City Administrator, the guide will be printed and 
mailed to all residents within the 64078 zip code. The guide will be funded out of the Recreation Program expense line 
item.
